The Champlain Valley Office of Economic Opportunity (CVOEO) will be giving a presentation on emergency preparedness in mobile home parks. Below is a description of CVOEO’s work and what they will be presenting.

“For the past three years or so our program has participated in a grant with UVM to do Emergency Preparedness Work with mobile home parks and illustrate the particular challenges that face mobile home parks when it comes to responding to an emergency. The need for this was made abundantly clear in the aftermath of Tropical Storm Irene when mobile homes in parks, which account for 7% of the state’s housing stock, made up 15% of the homes damaged in the storm and subsequent flooding.
 
The Mobile Home Program has been working with a number of parks throughout the state to establish resident-driven emergency response plans. These trainings have been very successful and well received by the participants but also illustrated the need to bring our findings and connect the work residents are doing with the work of other emergency responders/planners like the LEPCs. Our presentation will cover some of the broad findings our work has distilled as well as provide an overview of the 24 mobile home parks that exist within LEPC 7’s jurisdiction to aid in your planning process. We really look forward to sharing our work with you and getting your feedback and input on how to best bridge the gap between community emergency planning efforts and the more formal efforts being undertaken at the state, regional and town levels.”
